                                WORLD'S LARGEST HORSESHOE CRAB 

Called "Crabbie" off State Route 124 Hillsboro OH 

68 feet wide,28 feet wide,12 feet high.  

Built in 1995 and migrated from a harbor in Baltimore Maryland. 

It was initially used as a space for teaching the Chesapeake Bay's marine life at Columbus Center. 

Horseshoe crabs live around shallow coastal bottoms waters on sandy muddy bottoms, and are marine 

and blackish anthropoids of the family Limuli Dae. 

They are not true crabs or crustaceans, they are chelicerates, in close related to arachnids such as spikers, ticks 

and scorpions.
