This season, we're especially excited to take it back to its birthplace in Virginia for a professional safety check 
at California Side Car, the manufacturer of the Escapade. They'll be inspecting it and recommending any mainte-
nance to keep it in top shape for our upcoming rides. I already know it needs a new lid seal, but I'm looking for-
ward to their expert advice to ensure everything is in order. 
 
 I'd love to hear how everyone is preparing their rides for the season. Does anyone have tips or stories 
about trailer maintenance or favorite spring routes?
